“As the first specific steps towards realisation of the aim of Tatra Trucks and Ganja Automobile Plant, the two companies signed a contract for the purchase of four Tatra branded vehicles for an Azerbaijani showroom, which will be opened in the near future,” explained the chairman of the European-Azerbaijani Chamber of Commerce, David Snášel.
